Athletic Competition

Early registration is recommended due to a limit of 10-14 competitors in the open class. Entries received after the March 19th deadline will be at the discretion of the AD. Saturday’s competition begins at 9:30 am. Check in at scorer's table at 9:00 am on Saturday May 15th. Those competing on Sunday May 16th must sign in at 9:00 am. Competition begins at 9:30 am. It will be at the AD’s discretion to allow late show’s to compete. You must sign in before the competition begins. It is up to the AD to determine if an opening is available in another class. The AD will have the option to move you to another class if he feels you are not qualified for the class you are in.

All athletes will be provided with a Gate Pass, water, sports drinks, seating and shade. As it will be a full day of competition it is a good idea to bring along extra food to get you through the day. 
Men's Class 
Open Stone, 22# and 16# hammer, 28# and 56# WFD, 56# WFH, 16# sheaf, Caber to be determined by experience.

If you expect to compete in the Men's A or B Class, check the Performance Standards below to see if you qualify. Athletes much have achieved five of these marks during the past twelve months. All five marks do not have to be attained in one game.

The Caber will be contested at these games, but is not listed above because there are so many variables in determining its relative value. 

Scoring for the competition will be 1 point for 1st place, 2 points for 2nd and so on through 6 places. Athlete with the lowest score wins the event.

Athletic Rules
1. All athletes that have competed before MUST wear a kilt and kilt hose at all times when on the athletic field. Kilts may not have external pockets.
2. Decisions of the Judges and Athletic Director are final. USAD rules will be used for judging. There will be a copy of the rules on the field as well as every athlete is encourages to read them prior to throwing at http://www.celtichighlandgames.org/CHGQCrules.pdf
3. All athletes will receive one complimentary athletes T-shirt which MUST be worn while on the athletic field. Additional T-shirts may be ordered on the entry form at a cost.
4. Athletes will be expected to conduct themselves in a professional manner, maintaining a friendly and respectful attitude toward the public, officials and other competitors. Remember we have small ears in the audiences and they look up to you.

At any time from and after the date hereof, Releasor agrees to indemnify and hold harmless the NCRF from any loss, liability, damage or cost NCRF may incur due to the presence of Releasor in or on the grounds of the NCRF, and adjacent area, whether caused by the negligence of NCRF or otherwise.

Warnings
NCRF Hereby notifies Releasor that there are certain dangers inherent to Scottish Athletic Competitions and performances. These dangers include, but are not limited to:

Accidents Inherent to Scottish Athletic Competitions:

Slipping and/or falling, either individually or by colliding with others while moving backward, forward or in any direction. As a result of any traveling movement (walking, skipping, running or leaping). As a result of jumping movement, turning movement, lunge or any requirement for extended balance in a particular position. 
Injuries Inherent to Scottish Athletic Competitions:

The following are examples of injuries and not limited to other injuries not listed below: straining, spraining, pulling or snapping any muscle, joint, ligament or tendon, or any group of muscles, joints, ligaments or tendons, bruising, scraping or tearing of skin or any part of the body. Back injuries associated with handling or lifting heavy objects. Pinched nerves on any part of the body, which may cause headaches, dizziness or nausea caused by turning movements or percussive movements or jumping/leaping movements, Aka sore muscles.

Medical Conditions Common to Scottish Athletic Competitions

Heat cramps, heat exhaustion and heat stroke are very common as well as muscle cramping due to overwork, lack of proper preparation for movements or improper dress in cold temperature conditions). Tendinitis, arthritis and previously existing injuries or recurring conditions due to past injuries could accrue. All Athletes with conditions list above or not listed should have a medical doctor asset issues before competing in the NCRF and Highland Games
Releasor hereby assumes full responsibility for all risk of bodily Injury, death or property damage due to negligence of NCRF or otherwise while in or on the grounds of the NCRF , and adjoining property, and/or while competing, officiating in, working for or for any purpose participating in NCRF activities.

Releasor expressly agrees that this release, waiver, and indemnity agreement is intended to be operative from May 8, 2010 forward, and is intended to bar any future claims for any future possible bodily injury, death or property damage due to negligence of NCRF or otherwise while in or on the grounds of the NCRF, or immediate area and/or while competing, officiating in, working for or for any purpose participating in NCRF activities. 
Releasor also expressly agrees that this waiver and indemnity agreement is intended to be as broad and inclusive as permitted by the laws of the State of North Carolina and that if any portion of the agreement is held invalid, it is agreed that the balance shall, not with standing continue in full legal force and effect.

RELEASOR further releases all instructors, judges, and professional personnel, their heirs, successors and assigns, from any claim whatsoever on account of first aid treatment or service rendered to Releasor during any participation in rehearsals, performances, and competitions.
